Roadworks and severe traffic disruption in Groningen
The road closures will have a severe impact on the city of Groningen as a whole. We expect serious traffic disruption on the diversion routes, but also on many other roads in and around the city. Be prepared and avoid travelling by car whenever you can. To keep traffic flowing, the number of cars travelling on the road network in and around Groningen must be reduced by 80,000 cars (20%) every day between late March and early September. If this reduction is not achieved, traffic is bound to come to a standstill.  
Avoid travelling by car 
Our urgent appeal to you and all other motorists: adjust your travel behaviour between late March and early September. Work from home if you can. Take the bike or travel by public transport. If you really can't avoid taking the car, use a P+R or travel outside rush hours.
